1.  Welcome and Introductions.  Margarita Holguin noted that the CVCC meetings would be moving to a new location, which has lots of parking and seating space for 100 people.  The NEW LOCATION BEGINNING, SEPT. 8, 2009 will be at the Turning the Hearts Center, 345 5th Ave., Chula Vista, CA  91910.  It is located on 5th Ave., between F and G Streets.

Margarita thanked our collaborative partners for their generosity and good spirit.  The CVCC was asked to assist a family whose child was hit by the trolley and were unable to cover the costs for the burial.  Margarita sent out an e-mail to the CVCC distribution list.  Our partners immediately came through and the family was assisted with 100% of the costs, in addition, the family was assisted with other basic needs and purchases.  The CVCC is honored to be part of this very caring and giving community.

Mental Health Services is seeking contractors to provide (4) services in the South region of San Diego County.  Proposals are due August 20 to www.sdcounty.ca.gov.  Behavioral Health Services –County is soliciting an organization to develop, implement, and disseminate a suicide prevention action plan to increase understanding and awareness of suicide and implement strategic initiatives for the prevention of suicide. 3.  Aging & Independence Services – Anabel Kuykendall.  Anabell distributed handouts on Programs, Project Care, Adult Protection and Vial of Life packs.  Aging & Independence Services is a part of the County of San Diego HHSA and offers programs for seniors age 65 and over, and disabled adults age 18 and over.  They received a one-time funding which allowed they to develop DVD’s & CD’s - Caregivers Handbook in English & Spanish, “Your Future” now and end of living planning, Yoga for Caregivers – ways to relieve stress for the caregiver and patient. The DVD and CD’s are free, while supplies last.  Call 1-800-510-2020 to order.   Anabel had a video presentation on elder abuse and discussed reporting.  Anabel continued to stress their phone number 1-800-510-2020 is the one to call for information on senior programs or elder abuse.  She also stressed that there is NO PENALTY for false reporting so it is very important to call 1-800-510-2020 as soon as possible if you suspect abuse.

4.  CVCC Annual Review – Margarita Holguin.   Margarita presented a Power Point reviewing 2008-09.  The PowerPoint covered the six family resource centers, CVCC partners, family resource center services and statistics and demographics for families served.  Margarita also announced that CVCC is working on a project with the City of Chula Vista for health insurance for children.  Flyers have been sent out to parents who are interested in Healthy Families/ MediCal insurance information.  The flyers are returned to CVCC and then forwarded to partner agencies to contact the families.

5.  San Diego Youth Symphony – Dalougue Smith and Jeff Edmons.    This is the 64th season of the symphony.    Their mission was discussed.  They offer weekly classes for children in a non-competitive environment.  The program is open to youth ages 7 to 25 who have some music experience.  While looking at their long term vision, they noted that the South part of the County is not well represented in the Youth Symphony.  Sweetwater Union High School District is having problems getting students who have been exposed to classical music due to the lack of music in the curriculum in the south bay schools.  The goal of the San Diego Youth Symphony is to have a symphony that is balanced regionally and financially.  Brochures and CD’s were distributed.   Families are invited to visit rehearsals at the Casa Del Prado, on Saturdays from September to May to give youth an introduction to the program.  Auditions occur in June and make-up auditions in August.  Tuition is by the season (September to June).  For more information call 233-3232 or visit www.sdys.org.

6.  South Bay Family YMCA Youth and Government Program – Jeremy Jones and Maria Masis.  Jeremy discussed the YMCA Teen Center, which is available in the mornings and weekend for rental.  With the common school calendar, the Teen Center is offering teen camps during the breaks.  They also have a community service program – Earth Serve to teach students how to do community development.  Maria presented a video and distributed a flyer on California Youth and Government.  The program for high school students meets weekly for 6 months and offers participants the opportunity to go to the State Capital for 5 days.   The cost of the program is covered through fundraising and sponsorships.  Student “delegates” have the opportunity to meet with elected officials and local business leaders.  They also participate in activities that give a hands-on experience of how the legislative process works.  Meetings begin August 12, 2009. 7.  Y-FRIENDz Mentoring Program – Sandy McIsaac.  Y-Friends is a program for children ages 4 – 15 who have a parent incarcerated.  The program is growing and funding is secured.  They offer free monthly events for mentors and youth.  They are looking for more adult mentors.  Mentors need to make a 1-year commitment and submit to a background check. 8.  Diabetes Clinical Care Scripps Whittier, Lindsey Olson and Rosario (Cherrie) Rosal.  The Diabetes Clinical Research Centers are able to help clients with the medication needed for diabetes.  They have a new location in Chula Vista – 237 Church Ave, (619) 862-6616.  A history of the institute and its mission was given.   The Center offers a healthcare alternative for those diagnosed with diabetes.  They are currently recruiting in Chula Vista for seven studies, primarily for Type II diagnosed diabetes.
