Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone to our new meeting location.  She introduced Alejandra with Turning the Hearts Center.  Alejandra welcomed members and offered tours of the facility at the end of the meeting.  Turning the Hearts Center provided breakfast, which was served during the networking break.  She also noted that the facility is available for trainings and meetings.   Margarita has members introduce themselves and state one thing they did for themselves during the holiday weekend.

CVCC Annual Report:  Margarita reviewed and provided everyone a copy of the 2008-2009 CVCC Annual Report.  This was a rough draft and the final will be posted on the Collaborative’s website.  

Chula Vista Family Health Center – KidCare express Mobile Medical Unit: Tom Stubberud and Carla Cruz.   Tom presented a power point presentation and handout on the Family Health Centers of San Diego.  The presentation covered the mission, patients served, list of locations and payment information.  He noted that they began in 1970 with the Logan Heights office.  They will be having a grand reopening on the 25th to celebrate an additional 30,000 sq. ft. that has been added to the facility.  They Chula Vista Health Care facility is open from 8:30 to 5:30 Monday through Friday.  They operate on a family practice model.  They can see walk-in client, however, appointments are preferred and seen first.  Payment is sliding scale with a minimum of $35.00 payment.  Tom noted that while they do struggle to cover the cost of services, they have a policy of not turning anyone away, and will work with the patient to see how costs can be met.  To refer a client to the CV Family Health Center call 515-2500.
Carla provided information of the mobile medical units-KidCare Express.  Family Health Centers of San Diego has three vehicles.  The mobile units have two exam rooms on each unit.  They offer full primary healthy care services.  They station the mobile medical units at a variety of schools, shelters and agencies.  Partners wishing to establish a relationship to locate the units at their locations can contact Carla at 876-4484.  The fee for services is $25, which covers the visit, lab work, medications and x-ray referrals.  To make referrals or get schedules for the mobile medical units, call 515-2312. USD Legal Clinic – Free Legal Services:  Patty O’Deane introduced legal students, Michael Nolan, Erin Steffin, Diane Halhis to describe their services.  The USD Legal Clinic provides free legal services to low income clients.  Students are in the clinics for a semester and are supervised by a licensed attorney.  They are located off campus to provide better accessibility to clients.  Michael & Diane spoke on the Entrepreneurship services, and Erin spoke on the Federal Tax services.  The legal clinics are in the following areas of law: Civil, Entrepreneurship, Immigration, Landlord Tenant, Small Claims, Special Education, State Tax-California, and Tax-Federal.  Handouts on the resource table provided detailed information on each of the services.  Anyone wishing services needs to call (619) 260-7470 to see if they qualify.

Network of Support:  Cecilia Romo spoke about this support program for families and survivors who have had brain injuries.  They meet the 2nd Saturday monthly at Most Precious Blood Church.  Support groups are in Spanish.  They are looking for speakers to come to the group.  Cecilia also had flyers for the San Diego Brain Injury Foundation (SDBIF) fundraiser to take place on Sunday, October 25th from 1-4:30 at UCSD campus at Friend Plaza, (619) 294-6541. 
Together We Grow:  Barbara Magoffin spoke about this pediatric day health care center.  She shared a story and presented handouts covering qualifications, funding, and referral forms.  They have two centers, San Diego and Oceanside.  They offer: inclusive child care and skilled nursing care, medically fragile weekend overnight program, preschool education and after school care.  Barbara thought that families in the south bay area would benefit from the weekend overnight programs as these give respite to parents.  She noted that a few children do not benefit from their program, especially those with autism, are violent or are “flight” risks (like to run away).
