BEACON Family Resource Center:  Heather Nemour, CVCC Coordinator, introduced the BEACON Family Resource Center Staff.  The BEACON Center was the first center established as the result of a Healthy Start Grant and is one of the busiest.  The Vista Square campus, where BEACON is located, has a CV Adult classrooms, licensed preschool, and Deaf & Heard of Hearing Programs.  These programs bring a lot of families onto the campus and into the Center.  The BEACON Center also has a large variety of staff out-stationed from other agencies.  Mary Olivares, Service Coordinator, oversees BEACON and Luz Family Resource Centers.  Ana Maria Gorrino is the Community Referral Specialist and is the first point of contact for referrals and clients.  Veronica Martinez, HHSA, and Nency Mercado, SANDAPP, presented brief descriptions of their programs and the services they provide at BEACON.
South County Career Center:  Diane Rose is the Business Service Coordinator at the South County Career Center.  They offer no-cost services for unemployed including resume and computer application assistance, career navigation and access to computers, fax, copying and printing.  They also have services for employers.  The South County Career Center will post jobs to CalJobs, send out job postings via e-mail distribution list.  The Center also collaborates with businesses to offer recruiters space for recruitment and interviews.  The Center can assist with application screening and assist individuals who have been laid off.  Flyers, class & workshop schedules were available on the resource table. AmeriCorps Vista – Foster Youth Services.  San Diego County Office of Education (SDCOE).  Sarah Ernst and James Garcia provided background information on the new Volunteer Transportation Program.  Foster youth often make several residential moves and to help have some stability in their education and to prevent drop-outs, senior volunteers are being recruited to drive youth to and from school.  The program is for seniors age 55 and older who have a vehicle; insurance, current TB test and can make a 3 month commitment.  There will be an orientation in the South County on February 5th. Legal Aid Society of San Diego, Lorena Slomanson.  The San Diego Volunteer Lawyers and Legal Aid offer free assistance with paper work.  They have volunteers located in Room 155 in the South Bay Court House on 3rd Ave. in Chula Vista.  They can help with restraining orders, and civil harassment.  They can help with responses to a variety of filings.  They also have tax clinics to help with social security appeals.  The clinics are open 9:00 – 4:00 for walk-ins, however, the court hours does close at 3:30.  Lorena noted that a good resource is the Department of Consumer Affairs “Know Your Rights”, which can be found on www.dca.ca.gov. A Women’s Wellness Center, Erendira Abel.  The Women’s Wellness Center offers affordable holistic services for women who have been diagnosed with cancer.  Erendira provided an overview of their center.  Highlights:  Wellness Services – workshops, events, and classes; Weight Loss Program; and Health & Beauty Boutique with free wigs, breast prosthesis, specialized bras, and other items.
