Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita welcomed everyone.  Heather Nemour, CVCC Coordinator, was introduced to facilitate the meeting.  To bring a better understanding of the Family Resource Centers and how each one is unique, each center will come to a monthly CVCC meeting to present.  Each center has a Community Referral Specialist, who is the 1st point of contact for referrals from schools and agencies.  Referrals come in for a variety of family needs.  The Family Resource Centers do not have all the answers but have a large group of partners to link families with.  There has been an increase in referrals and families served, especially in the east side of Chula Vista.  Service Coordinators oversee management of two resource centers each and take on the higher level referrals and service needs.  Margarita also talked about some of the partner services. South Bay Homeless Advocacy Coalition. Tony San Nicholas shared the mission: To strengthen the coalition of people and organizations to increase awareness on the needs of homeless, to enhance resources within the community and to advocate on a political level for solutions.  The Coalition will be sponsoring a Homeless Awareness Forum on Thursday, October 29th from 10 – noon at the Chula Vista Council Chambers.  Over 200 churches in the community have been invited. The goal is to raise awareness and share resources.  The Food Bank will be there to explain how to open a food pantry.  Tony invited agencies to serve the homeless population to attend.  To RSVP call Tony San Nicolas at 997-6527.  The South Bay Homeless Advocacy Coalition meets monthly on Mondays, 8:30 at the Chula Vista Police Department.
South Bay Family Health Center Urgent Care-SYHC. Rocio Martinez - Clinic is at 340 4th Ave, Suite 7.  Services offered are for any non-life threatening illness.  The hours are Monday – Friday 9:30 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. and Saturday 9:30 a.m. – 6:00 p.m.  They will not turn anyone away and will work with the patient to find a medical home.  No appointment is needed, but patients can call 668-4100 to schedule an appointment.  Fee is sliding scale, usually around $25.00.  They accept all insurance, and will contact the provider to be sure the cost is covered.
Microenterprise Family Childcare Program.  Corina Duran explained that this program is a grant received by Southwestern College to provide professional training to set up a licensed childcare business.  This program is taught in Spanish only.  The current grant targets San Ysidro residents who are low-middle income, but is not restricted to that region.  Participants MUST attend an informational session scheduled for Monday, October 19 & Monday, November 2 from 9 – 10:30 at the San Ysidro Middle School Multicultural Center.  The current program will run from March 1 – June 3, 2010.  Corina spoke about the curriculum and skills the participants will gain.  Additionally, students in the program must do 20 hrs of community service.  Corina asked CVCC partners to contact her if they need volunteers or if they would like to have presentations at events/fairs.  Call 216-6672 for more information.
ArmyOneSource.  Maegan Sakiervick presented handouts on this program for service men and women and their families who are not living on base.  ArmyOneSource is working to develop partnerships with organizations to link families to resources.  ArmyOneSource services include information, referral and follow-up; childcare; school transition services; youth services; employer support for the Guard and Reserve; transition assistance programs; money matters; and more.  Maegan goes into neighborhoods looking for resources and community partners.  Agencies wishing to partner can call 760-220-8408. Title IV-E, San Diego State University.  Ken Nakamura and Silvia Barragan presented on MSW Child Welfare Stipend Program offered at San Diego State University.   There are twenty full-time stipends available.  They are looking for participants who have the ability to work with diverse families and want to make a difference.  The program pays an $18,500 per year taxable stipend up to 2 years (full time) or for employees of a County child welfare and /or Social Services agency, educational reimbursement up to 4 years (part-time).  They must sign a contract to render 2 years of continuous and satisfactory full time employment in a California county or state public child welfare agency upon graduation.
