1. Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone.  Meeting participants made introductions.
2.  Grant Opportunity Sharing: Handout highlights: San Diego County Salute to Education – http://salutetoeducation.com/ due Feb. 19, 2010.  County is seeking a Contractor to develop and establish integrated alcohol & other drug prevention Countywide Initiative – http://buynet.sdcounty.ca.gov due Feb. 26, 2010. County of SD HHSA is soliciting proposals for contractor for Perinatal Case Management – http://buynet.sdcounty.ca.gov due Mar. 1, 2010.
3.  FRC Presentation Open Door Family Resource Center staff was introduced.  Heather Nemour noted that each FRC is unique.  Open Door is on the campus of Palomar High School and sees a large number of student walk-in clients.  Teachers also make referrals.  The Family Resource Center program is integrated into the campus, which is small.  Joe Buselt is a Family Advocate and sees families and students.  Maria Orozco is the Community Referral Specialist and is the first person that families and students meet with they come into the center.  She screens clients to see what their needs and she can assist with food stamps, and Healthy Families application assistance.  Liliana is the Service Coordinator for Open Door and Fair Winds Family Resource Centers.  Outstation staff who could not attend:  SANDAPP, works with pregnant teens and parenting teens to assist them in finishing school.  South Bay Community Services-Services for Families program offers job assistance, parenting, and a variety of other services.  Chula Vista Elementary School District-Special Needs Project offers classes for families with children 0 – 5.

4. Census 2010, Lena Laffaye.  They are working to get the word out that the Census is quick and easy; only 10 questions.  All questions are private, and there are no personal questions asked.  They are currently hiring.  Refer anyone interested to call 1 (866) 861-2010.  Folders were handed out to partners.    From the 10th to the 15th of March,, awareness letters will be mailed to all residences, followed by the Census 2010 questionnaire.  People who complete and return the forms will NOT have someone visit their home.  CVCC is working with the Census and want to make sure the message of “Hagase Contar” (be counted) is given to our community.  If interested in having a CVCC Promotora conduct a presentation on the Census, please send Margarita an e-mail.
Juan Gallegos is the organizer of the “Ya es Hora, Hagase Contar” campaign with the National Association o f Elected Officials (NALEO). NALEO offers a trusted voice for Hispanic population.  They work with government officials, and individuals who are able to provide outreach.  They are working to get the work out through the media and grassroots movement.  

5. Amigaspunocom.com  Vivian Nieto presented a video explaining their program.  They have new office at 333 E Street, Chula Vista.  Amigaspuntocom provides workshops to help Hispanic women cope with changes and stresses in their lives.  Workshops are also open to men.

6. Turning the Hearts Center – Violence/Immigration Legal Services, Shirley Hernandez, Turning the Hearts Center has a legal team to help all women who are facing legal problems - divorce, separation, custody issues, legal status or immigration.  Shirley noted that clients should call for an appointment, so they can be prescreened.  Turning the Hearts Center is looking to collaborate by offering this service to partners. 7. Comprehensive Training Systems (CTS), Maria Rodriguez & Veronica Rodriguez.  Through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, CTS is offering a new program “On-the-Job Training” (OJT).  CTS will work with companies to fill needs for qualified workers.  Working with the hiring company, they will: Match qualified applicants to your job openings.  Design a training program to meet your company’s needs.  Reimburse your company 50% of the employee’s wages for costs associated with training, usually between 160 and 300 hours.  Offer space for interviews, support services and more.   Applicants can be sent by prospective hiring agency or in response to job advertisement.  All applicants MUST enroll in the South County Career Center, 1111 Bay Blvd., Suite E, Chula Vista.  For more information on this program call (619) 424-6650.
