Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone.  
 Request for next month’s CVCC meeting is to have a full room for Strategic Planning for the next 5 years.  The role of the CVCC is to facilitate sharing of resources to eliminate duplication of services.  The anticipated agenda is 9:00 – 11:00 Strategic Plan.  Margarita is also working on arranging a presentation on statistical data from the County’s Report Card.
Grant Opportunity Sharing: Margarita noted that CVCC continues to seek out partner opportunities and opportunities to utilize FRCs as access points for services. FEMA – Joe Zilvinskis.  Joe is with Interfaith Shelter Network, and was at the meeting to present on FEMA’s under representation in the South Bay.  They are looking for agencies to apply as partners for delivery of emergency shelter, housing, hotel/motel voucher, emergency food, and utility services.  

· To be a partner:

· You must be a 501C3 and provide case management services to clients. 

· Your agency must serve ALL the populations (there are two exceptions – women only and families only).  

· Trainings and Workshops are required for each service you want to offer.  Must also attend case management training offered by Emergency Resources Group.  Trainings are free.  Some trainings have already take place.
· Must be listed on 211.

Safe Border Community Project - Richard Preuss, Raymond Ramirez & Areli Perez.  Institute for Public Strategies has a two year grant from the Department of Justice to concentrate on crime & violence on the US side of the Mexico/US boarder.  Their mission is to reduce crime and drug & human trafficking.  They also want to look at strategies to develop policy changes.  Currently they are conducting community surveys on the “thoughts of the community on crime in their neighborhood/community” and “resources in your community that would be most effective at preventing crimes”.  The surveys were handed out to partners.  The taskforce will take the information collected and present back to the Collaborative. New Directions Family Resource Center – Staff were introduced and a brief description of services was given.  The New Directions staff are able to provide a variety of services with multiple agencies working together to avoid duplication of services and to better assist clients.
CVCC Family Resource Centers the CVCC currently has six family resource centers.  One of the centers Luz del Sol is on the campus of Montgomery Middle School.  The school is scheduled to begin a three year upgrading and as a result the Luz del Sol center will be closing at the end of this school year.  Schools attached to this FRC will be reassigned to other centers.
Episcopal Community Services (ECS) – Alma Lopez, Miriam Cienega-Esmeier, Patricia King presented on the Head Start childcare program.  They have several options available for qualifying families.  

They have facilities from National City to San Ysidro.  Applicants need to provide child’s birth certificate, immunization record, and 12 mo. income information.  The target population is Homeless, TANIF, and families with disabilities.  They are taking applications now for children 0 – 5 years.  

Childcare facilities who wish to become a partner with ECS need to be staffed with persons who have Preschool Teacher Credential and are certified by the state.  ECS enters into contracts with providers annually.   Handouts listed all the centers were on the resource table.  For more information contact Alma Lopez at (619) 422-1642. 
HHSA – Foster Home Recruitment – Arleth Rubio.  There is a need for foster families in the south bay.  There are 80 – 100 children waiting to be adopted who are 9 years + or have siblings.  Children who are 0 – 18 years old and have been removed from their home due to abuse, abandonment, parents arrested, etc.  Most foster families want school age children and most adoptive parents want babies.  There are other ways to help – as a mentor, job coach, advocate, tutor, make a donation, etc.  For more information go to sandiegofosterkids.com or iadoptu.org or (858) 616-5844. 
Subsidized Prescription Program – Brian Rollings shared information on the HICPA (Health Insurance Counseling and Advocacy Program).  This program provides assistance to persons on Medicare to help understand their benefits, supplemental insurance, health plan options and long-term care insurance.  He also presented a flyer on prescription subsidy program.  HICPA is looking for office space to out-station a worker for 4 hours, two times a month. SANDAG (San Diego Association of Governments) Regional Transportation Plan 2050 – Jane Clough-Riquelme & Margarita Holguin.  SANDAG is comprised of 18 cities, who work together on issues that are multi-community oriented.  A brief description was given to describe SANDAG’s organizational make-up, why plans are so long-termed, and funding sources.  CVCC is working with SANDAG on outreach and getting ideas to the stakeholders.  Promotoras will work as an advocacy group to present information at workshops and to get community input.  They will use the information to develop a vision.
