CVCC Strategic Planning,
 Loren Tarantino.  Loren began the 2012-14 CVCC strategic planning process with the partners.  Loren reviewed a process she uses called SKEPTIC:

S=socio demographics (looking at broad trends occurring or may occur to effect goals)

K=competition (what might come into or is here to prevent service)

E=economy/ecology (quality of life thresholds that will effect goals)

P=political or regulatory influences

T=technology

I=industry (things that would change sourcing)

C=clients/citizens

Loren divided partners into groups and each group brainstormed on positives and negatives for their designated letter.  They reported back to the group and the information will be compiled into a report.
