Partners Meeting MINUTES
May 11, 2010
9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
Location:  Turning the Hearts Center, 345 5th Ave., Chula Vista, CA  91910

Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone.  Margarita asked everyone to introduce themselves and noted that introductions help facilitate networking during the break.
Health & Human Services Agency – Healthy Strategy agenda – Paulina Bobenrieth.  Paulina invited participants to a Presentation on the County Health Strategy Agenda on June 9th from 8:30 – 10:00 a.m. at Southwestern College.  The focus will be how to achieve and look at the future of services.  They will look at for themes for ideas and input:

1. Changing the Culture Within

2. Supporting Healthy Choices

3. Changing/Supporting Policies that support Health

4. Building Better Health Care Systems

Commission on Children Youth and Families (CCYF) – Tonya Torosian.   The CCYF is an advisory board to the Board of Supervisors.  They look at how to serve children and youth who are at risk.  In their 2-year Strategic Plan they are looking at issues on:

1. Attendance & Youth Truancy

2. Early Intervention in K – 3rd grades

3. Substance Abuse (alcohol & other drugs) in Middle School

4. Transition age youth in Mental Health, Home Probation, and Foster care

The CCYF would like the CVCC partners to talk about the broad issues and help define specifics in how to support and connect with services that are already taking place.  They have also developed a program where former foster care youth are engaging in discussion with youth in the system now.  The Youth Coalition meets on the 2nd Monday monthly.  The next meeting is June 14. Tonya noted that Margarita Holguin is on the CCYF board, and is the South Region contact person.  
South Bay Family Justice Network – Pam Wright.  Pam referenced the strong history of collaborative work in the south region.  South Bay Community Services (SBCS) has taken the lead on a state wide initiative to develop a learning exchange team.  There are 5 teams state wide and the SBCS team is the only one that is NOT focused on developing a service delivery center for families who have experienced family violence.  Instead, the team has developed The South Bay Family Justice Network which is looking at providing services at multiple locations: Chula Vista Police Department, National City Police Department and Beacon Family Resource Center.  Pam provided a handout that shared some background, the draft of their mission statement and partnerships.  Their next meeting will be on June 28th, 1:30 at the Child Welfare Services building, 1000 Bay Marina Blvd., National City.  For additional information call 1-800-640-2933.
CVCC Strategic Plan – Loren Tarantino.  During the April CVCC meeting groups worked on an environmental scan looking at current and future issues.  The results from that meeting were compiled and printed out for members.  Loren distributed them to attendees to help narrow down the ideas by selecting about 6 that they felt would impact the future and 6 that are current concerns.  Each table grouping was to compile the suggestions from each person at the table and submit a “table list”.  The results will be compiled and shared at a future meeting.
Family Health Centers of San Diego Male Health – Dan Verdugo.  Male health services centers have been developed at Logan Heights Family Health Center and at the Beach Area Family Health Center, in Mission Beach.  This was a ten year program that looked at barriers for males seeking medical services.  Dan noted that the “culture of men” doesn’t go to see doctors.  The centers have changed their environment to make it more male friendly.  The Beach Area Health Center does outreach to males 18 – 25 years.  They are using Promotoras to do outreach.  For information: 876-4483 to schedule appointments call 515-2300.
Tobacco Free Communities Coalition – Veronica Baeza. There are 85 members county wide who are on the coalition.  They are currently working on smoke free units in multiple housing complexes.  Veronica provided a handout noting secondhand smoke seeps into other apartments though shared ventilation systems, open windows and gaps around electrical wiring, plumbing and ductwork.  Their goal is to have cities pass policy on designated units, including private patios and balconies to be smoke free.  She also noted that on average, when a unit of a non-smoker is vacated it costs between $500 - $1000 to clean-up.  When a unit of a smoker is vacated, it costs between $1,700 - $4,500 to replace carpets and curtains and paint needs to be stripped, not just painted over.  Resolutions were available for anyone interested in signing and faxing to the American Lung Association of California/San Diego.
