Location:  Turning the Hearts Center, 345 5th Ave., Chula Vista, CA  91910

Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone.  Introductions were made.
1. Health & Human Services Agency – Families as Partners – Yolanda Valdez.  Families as Partners is a project working in the south bay in response to the growing number of children entering foster care.  There is an assessment to see if the child (ren) can safely remain in the home and benefit from this program.  The program involves active parent/family participation.  Families as Partners use a team approach involving the parents, along with supportive family members and friends in decision-making.   The goal is to reduce the number of children removed from the home.  Agencies can make referrals to the Child Abuse Hotline, who will do an evaluation to see if the family qualifies.
2. Fair Winds Family Resource Center - Staff from the Fair Winds FRC, located on the campus of Loma Verde Elementary school, were introduced and a brief description of the services they provide was given.  

3. Casa Familiar - Amy Gunderson.  Casa Familiar is located in San Ysidro and does outreach to the south bay. Amy presented information and flyers on their Alzheimer and Dementia respite and support program for Latino caregivers, CALMA (Cuidadores Acompañándose y Luchando para Mejorar y Seguir Adelante). Families are connected to free and confidential resources; the patient does not have to have been diagnosed.  Referrals can be made to Amy Gunderson at (619) 428-1115 or amyg@casafamiliar.org.    Latino Alzheimer’s Community Forum will be held Saturday, June 19th from 10:30 to 3:30 at the San Ysidro Adult Day Health Center at 3364 Beyer Blvd., San Ysidro. 4. National Conflict Resolution – Bridget Lambert.  National Conflict Resolution is working to empower individuals with skills, train leaders and provide community & professional mediation services.  Participation in mediation is voluntary and about 80% successful. Thanks to Federal Stimulus money, they are offering Exchange Training (16 hours/2 days) in high level management mediation at “no cost”.  They hope to train 350 people.  There are four types of trainings: 1) Community Exchange Trainings for community leaders, service providers and religious leaders.  2) Work Place Exchange Training for managers, supervisor and resume builder.  3) Spanish Exchange Training which blends the 1st two trainings.  Workshops are in Spanish and will be offered July 24 & 31 and Sept. 10 & 11. 4) Youth Exchange is for 16-24 year old youth leaders.  Handouts were distributed. 5. The National Children’s Study – Dr Howard Taras.  The National Children’s Study is coming to the South Bay this summer.  They are looking for input, support and staff (hiring community members).  The study will follow 100,000 children from conception to 21 years of age.  The study seeks to understand the links between environments and mental health and development.
