Partners Meeting MINUTES
August 10, 2010
9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
Location:  Turning the Hearts Center, 345 5th Ave., Chula Vista, CA  91910

Welcome and Introductions:  Margarita Holguin welcomed everyone.  Introductions were made.  Margarita announced that there is room for presenters on Septembers Agenda.
1. Lauderbach – Future Plans – Mandy Mills.  Mandy is the Housing Manager for the City of Chula Vista.  Since the Boys and Girls Club vacated the space, there has been an increase in the transient and homeless population around Lauderbach Park (333 Oxford Street). This is a problem for the neighborhood and residents.  The City is looking to utilize the building for community benefit and is doing outreach in the community to see what type of program(s) they would like to bring to the building.  Partners were asked to complete and distribute a survey to seek community input.
2. Census 2010 – Lena LaFaye.  As of July 30, 2010 the Census 2010 has closed down, Chula Vista had a 72% response rate.  Lena presented a plaque, a Certificate signed by Dr. Robert M. Groves, Director of the U.S. Census Bureau, and a Letter signed by James T. Christy, Regional Director to the CVCC in recognition of the partnership and the role CVCC played in advocating for Census participation.  

Margarita accepted the items and thanked Barbara Lugo and the Promotoras for taking all the information to the community.
3. American Diabetes Association (ADA) – Katie Croskrey.  The American Diabetes Association serves individuals/families with all types of diabetes.  Katie provided some statistics on prevalence of diabetes and ethnic groups.  The ADA works on providing education and resources through a variety of events and outreach programs.  Katie also spoke about Camp Wana Kura, which is for children (5-12 yrs) with Type 1 Diabetes, and the increase in Type 2 Diabetes among children.  They have a 5K Walk to Fight Diabetes on October 24th at Mission Bay…start training.  They also have the Tour de Cure bike ride in May 2011, and Father of the Year, an annual recognition of approximately 80 men from across the nation for the outstanding strength, commitment and love they exhibit as fathers takes place in June. 4. Walmart Partnership – Joe Aguilar.  Margarita introduced Joe Aguilar, who is the manager for the Walmart on Broadway in Chula Vista.  She thanked him for all the assistance they give for the Day of the Child event.  Joe gave a brief work history and noted that it is the Associates at his store who enjoy the community involvement and want to participate in community activities like the Day of the Child.  Joe presented a check to Margarita in the amount of $3,000.00 for the volunteer hours worked at the Day of the Child event.  
5. Regional Allied Health & Science Initiative – Sonia Lira & Sany Ramirez.  Regional Allied Health Initiative is to help support health career pathways for students in Junior/Middle/High school.  In the South Bay they are currently working with Castle Park, Eastlake, Mar Vista, San Ysidro, Sweetwater and Southwest High Schools.  The programs preps students to take college courses in the health field.  They are looking to the community to recruit shadowing, internships and speakers. 6. Mental Health Systems Inc. – Tanya Tadeo.  Peer2Peer Lines is a family and youth support and referral service.  It is free, confidential and has English and Spanish assistors.  They have eight staff, 15 – 24 years, who have some experience in the system.  There are two support lines: Youth at 1-887-450-LINE (5463) and Family 1-877-470-LINE (5463).  The lines are open Monday through Friday 2 – 8 p.m. and there is a 24 hours Access/Crisis Line 1-800-479-3339.
7. Citizens Police Academy - Angela Gaines.  The City of Chula Vista will be having an 11-week academy that will give citizens an insight into what the CV Police Department does.  This academy is hands-on and offers participants a driving pursuit class, firearms training, and K-9 class.  The Academy begins September 9 through November 18th; on Thursday evenings from 6 – 9 pm. Applications are due Aug. 26th by 5 p.m.  Applications can be accessed on the CVPD website www.chulavistapd.org.
8. CVCC 2009-2010 Family Resource Centers – Margarita Holguin.  Margarita presented data for the 2009-10 fiscal years on referrals, services, and demographics of families served at the Family Resource Centers.  Each Family Resource Center has two CORE staff: the Community Referral Specialist and the Service Coordinator.  The other center staff is from partners who have out-stationed staff.  In 2010-2011 they are looking to increase partnerships.  Statistical information will be posted on the website www.chulavistacc.org.

· Es Dificil Ser Mujer classes are posted on the CVCC website.  They are open to the community, but taught only in Spanish.

· Turning the Hearts Center is participating in Treasure Box.  This is a food assistance program that offers $100 worth of food for $30.  Everyone qualifies.  There are on-line menus.  Participants pay first (Due Aug 16) and pick up food (Aug 28) monthly.   Food is delivered the last Saturday of the month.  There is no limit on the number of boxes a family can order.
· CVCC will be offering the 4th Promotora Academy on October 20th.  This is a 6-week program.

· Scripps Whittier Institute is located on Church Ave., behind Catholic Charities.  They are now offering two screenings on the 1st & 3rd Wed. monthly for diabetes and hypertension from 9 – 11.m.  Call 862-6616 for more information. They are also offering diabetes education classes.  English is Mondays from 5:30 – 7:30 at 499 H Street and Spanish on Tuesdays 5:30 – 7:30 237 Church Ave.  For more information call 1-866-791-8154.
